2. How old was it? (800 years!)
3. Even though it was old, did it still help the people? (Yes)
4. When Josiah read the book, did he see that the people were following God’s laws or not following God’s laws? (Not) 5. How did this make him feel?  (Upset)
6. What did the book of God’s Laws tell the people? (How to live)

The beetle has 3 parts a head, body, and tail. Bible verses have three parts too: the book, the chapter, and the verse.
